Against Pomona-Pitzer, the Athenas swept doubles and clinched their sweep of the match when Katie Kuosman (CMC ’17) beat Shivani Doraiswami in No. 2 singles 6-3, 6-4. The Athenas will next play in Mason, Ohio, as they compete in the quarterfinals of the NCAA Championships on May 18, against Carnegie Mellon.
